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April Outreach:  We have a particularly special outreach this month, as this is our month that we sponsor a child in another country through the organization Compassion Child.  Roseline is a ten year old girl who lives in Burkina Faso, West Africa.  CCPA began sponsoring Roseline four years ago, and we continue this sponsorship, believing in its inherent value.  Thanks to Compassion Child and this sponsorship, Roseline is now able to attend school and church, and is having basic needs such as food, shelter, and clothing provided for her.  The yearly cost for sponsoring a child is $456.  It is our goal to raise the full amount this month. As you may have heard by now, we will be doing this fundraising on Friday, April 26th, which we have deemed “Family Fun Day”.  This is a day for families to attend from ten to noon together!  The children have planned a variety of activities to have fun with their families and potentially raise money for Roseline through donations.  We will have a silent art auction, with art created by our preschool classes, and the Teeny Tiny Farm will be here for all of us to enjoy!  This is a donation-only event—no money is necessary to enjoy the fun!  All preschoolers, with the exception of our full-day children, will need to be accompanied by an adult.  School hours on this day will be ONLY for the event—10 a.m. to 12 noon, and ALL CCPA preschoolers, regardless of attendance days, are invited to the fun!
Week of the Young Child:  Each year, the National Association for the Education of Young Children (naeyc) deems one week to be the Week of the Young Child.  This year, the week is April 22nd through the 26th.  This is a week where we celebrate this unique life stage and all that it brings.  As a staff, we have planned a variety of special activities to go on throughout this week, including special entertainment for “Music Monday”, a “Moving Up Tuesday”, a school-wide cleanup on “Work-Together Wednesday”, a schoolwide art project on “Artsy Thursday” and our Family Fun Day on “Family Friday”.  We look forward to a great week!
Preschool Summer Camp Registration:  Preschool Summer Camp will be in one week sessions, geared around favorite summer themes, like “Let’s Go Camping!” “Top Chef” and “It’s a Bug’s Life.”  Camp is from 9-12:30 pm Monday through Friday. Each camp session will require a $25 nonrefundable deposit, which will be applied to your child’s camp tuition.  Registration is limited, so make your plans early!  Summer camp registration will be open for the public on April 1st. Registration forms are in the preschool office! Our teachers are so excited about this summer and starting to plan already!
Kindergarten Registration/Moving Up Visits
Public school kindergarten registration will be on Tuesday, April 23rd at 9:00am.  You will go to the school your child will attend in the fall to register.  You can and should bring your child with you to registration on this day, so s/he can be introduced to the school!  While you are filling out paperwork, your child gets to tour the school, have a snack and ride the school bus.  They love coming back to preschool when they are done and sharing with each other about this special time!  I hope you are all able to take your child to this fun experience.  

All of the teachers in the four year old classes will be at CCPA on Tuesday.  If you are not registering your child for kindergarten, cannot bring them with you to do so, or if you want to bring your child to preschool after kindergarten registration, we will be happy to accept your child late on this day.
In addition, we will be taking this day (as well as Wednesday, April 24th) to allow our younger children to visit the classrooms they will be entering in the fall.  This gives the children an opportunity to meet the teachers, see the layout of the classroom and become a little more familiar with classrooms for older children.
